MacDade Signal Project

PennDOT update: 
· PennDOT recently advised the 180-day testing period for signals has not begun and will proceed upon completion of a fiber connection that is currently being completed under a separate contract. We are awaiting PennDOT’s update.

· ADA ramps: the revisions are scheduled to be completed this week of March 14.  

· In addition to the ADA ramp revisions, there are several remaining punch list items to be completed. 

The question raised by Mayor Engle at the February meeting re: Traffic Signal at MacDade and South Ave. was forwarded to PennDOT’s designer.  Response was:

The previous permit plan (originally dated 6/7/1996, last revised 4/30/2012) for MacDade and South did not show a 5 section head for southbound South Ave (SR 2017) and the MST diagram did not indicate a left turn phase for southbound South Ave.  I am not sure when the 5 section signal head was installed in the field however that was not installed per the approved permit based on what we found.  When the traffic analysis was performed for this project, the number of left turns per signal cycle and the conflict factor did not satisfy the warrant for a protected/permissive left turn phase (5-section head) – this was the reason a 5-section left turn head was not installed for southbound South Ave.  There are warrants that must be satisfied for 5 section left turn signal heads to be installed to maintain efficient flow along the corridor.  If the left turn volumes and opposing through volumes are not high enough to satisfy the warrants, the traffic signal will function more efficiently without a left turn arrow.  It should be noted that 7-conductor wiring was installed in the event this needs to be converted to a 5 section head in the future, the required wiring is already installed.
FY 2021 CDBG  MacDade Boulevard Improvements  

PennDOT responded to our submission of the draft design plans for the PennDOT Highway Occupancy permit with items to be addressed as follows:
· We worked with the Borough Manager to confirm the property owner information.  The Borough will need to notify the owners of the project and invite them to a public meeting. 

·  We are updating the plans including per PennDOT’s response.  

· Upon the public meeting being held and our plan updates being completed, we will complete Cycle 1 submission to PennDOT including plans and documents. 

We submitted the draft Bid Document plans and specifications to the OHCD and they approved the project to go out to bid pending a minor revision.  We will also need PennDOT approval prior to going out to bid.

South Ave. Bridge

We forwarded to the County consultant the resolutions showing the Borough authorized the construction of the sanitary sewer on South Avenue in 1923 and 1924, prior to the construction of the bridge (1927) and conveyed Council’s opinion the cost for relocation of the sanitary sewer line is not the Borough’s responsibility.  We also responded the information the consultant previously provided related to PennDOT requirements, not the County and for the last bridge replacement on MacDade Blvd. undertaken by PennDOT, the Borough was reimbursed for 75% of Engineering and Construction for the sewer line needing to be relocated as part of their incentive/disincentive program.  We are still awaiting their response.

We also provided the Sanitary Sewer and EDU Map showing the manhole and downstream sanitary system highlighted.
