A RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF GLENOLDEN, DELAWARE COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA AMENDING THE SOLICITATION AND PEDDLING FEE SCHEDULE OF GLENOLDEN BOROUGH EFFECTIVE MARCH 1ST, 2011
Be it resolved by the Council of the Borough of Glenolden, Delaware County, Pennsylvania, that the fees for any Soliciting or Peddling in the Borough of Glenolden be set as follows as amended in Ordinance 2067 adopted November 17, 2009: 

A.  Any Food/Ice Cream/Water Ice Vendors: $800.00 per season beginning  

                  May 1st and ending October 31st of the given year.


B.  Health Inspection Fees: $150.00 per truck per year.  In the case of a truck      

                  breaking down the inspection is non-transferable and the new truck must be 

                  inspected and pay the inspection fee for the new truck.


C.  Door-to-Door Solicitation/Peddling Fees: $100.00 per day per person going

ORDINANCE NO.  2067

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF GLENOLDEN,

DELAWARE COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, 

AMENDING ORDINANCE 638 CHAPTER 124, 

SOLICITATION AND PEDDLING

FOR THE BOROUGH OF GLENOLDEN


BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED, and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the Borough Council of the Borough of Glenolden, Delaware County, Pennsylvania:

§ 124-2.  Waiting Period; Investigation; Fees.  [Amended 11-17-2009 by Ord. No. 2067, approved 11-17-2009] 

Prior to the issuance of any license, a thirty-day (30) waiting period is hereby established, during which time the applicant and the application shall be investigated by the Borough of Glenolden Police Department, and at the end of said thirty-day (30) period, the Borough shall grant or deny the issuance of a license. The license fee as required by section 124-1 of this Chapter shall be set forth by resolution of Borough Council from time to time.  In addition, each applicant shall pay an additional license fee of $150** for each employee, helper or partner of the applicant who will be peddling or soliciting within the Borough of Glenolden. **(The Borough is free to change the fee as indicated as it is simply an example).

§ 124-15.   Expiration of License: [Amended 11-17-2009 by Ord. No. 2067, approved 11-17-2009] 


Any license issued pursuant to this Chapter shall expire on December 31 of the calendar year during which the license was issued regardless of the license’s commencement date.  

§ 124-16.  Additional Rules of Conduct: [Amended 11-17-2009 by Ord. No. 2067, approved 11-17-2009] 

In addition to the foregoing, all licensees offering for sale any ice cream or food product, water ices, candy, etc., shall observe the following specific requirements.

1) 
No bells, whistles, horns or other noise-making devices shall be used for vending         
purposes.

2)  
No vending shall be permitted from vehicles located on state highways.

3) 
No product shall be sold or dispensed to any child who must cross any street or highway to the vehicle from which products are sold or dispensed unless such child is accompanied by and under the immediate supervisions and protection of an adult and such child is returned across such street or highway in the same manner before such vehicle shall leave the immediate location from which products are sold or dispensed. The driver of such vehicle shall not leave any area in which he has sold or dispensed any product until all empty cartons; paper containers or other waste materials originating from said vehicle have been removed and placed in a container inside said vehicle.
4) 
No vending shall be conducted in any area-zoned commercial or within 100 yards   
thereof or within 100 yards of any school, church or public building or park.

5)
No vending shall be conducted within a distance of 75 feet of the radius curve of 
any street or highway intersection or from any other location, which may obstruct 
the normal flow of traffic.

6)
All vending trucks/vehicles shall 
be occupied by two attendants at all times during 
hours of operation.
