Exterior:

1. § 93-8 H (1) - Curb and sidewalk must be in good condition. Any sidewalk block, which is fragmented and/or deteriorated, must be replaced. Curbing that is deteriorated and/or missing must be replaced.

2. IBS code #501.2 Premises Identification - House numbers must be affixed to the building, be a minimum of three (3) inches in height, and shall be of such color and material to be visible from the street.  Apartment numbers must permanently affixed to the unit door and be of such color and material to be visible.

3. § 93-6A (1) - Property must be graded to prevent the accumulation of stagnant water.

4. § 93-6A (2) - Downspouts and rain leaders must be in good condition and installed so excess water does not flow across any adjacent property.

5. § 93-6B (1) - Vegetation must be less than 6 inches in height.

6. § 93-6C - Accessory structures must be in good condition.

7. § 93-6D - No junked/abandoned motor vehicles on property.

8. § 93-6E (2) - Handrails are required at all stairways that have three (3) or more risers and be securely fastened.

9. § 93-6E (2) - Guardrail systems are required for all stairs, landings, balconies, etc, that are more than 30 inches above floor/grade elevation.

10. § 93-6H (3) - Tree branches, bushes, or any other growth shall not project over any sidewalk lower than a height of nine (9) feet.

Interior:

· § 141-4A – Every single-family dwelling shall have one smoke detector installed on every level of house.

· § 141-4B 1-6 – Every rental dwelling shall have smoke detectors powered by ordinary current with battery back-up in all bedrooms and living rooms, at the top of any stairwell, every 50 linear feet in common hallways, in common storage areas, and in each boiler room.

· § 93-4B (1) - A kitchen sink: properly installed and in good working condition.
· §93-4B (2) - Cooking facilities: permanently and properly installed and in good working condition.
· § 93-4C - A flush toilet, lavatory basin, bathtub or shower: all in good working condition and properly installed.
· § 93-4D - Hot and cold water: All plumbing fixtures must be properly connected to provide hot and cold water.
· § 93-4G (1) - Electrical Service: Every habitable room and bathroom shall be supplied with permanently and properly installed electrical service as follows:
· All exposed wiring shall have insulation that is not frayed, dry-rolled or brittle and generally in good condition.

· All electrical switches and outlets shall be operable at all times and plates shall be secured in position.

· Kitchen countertop and bathroom receptacles: All 125 volt, single phase, 15 and 20-ampere receptacles must be equipped with Ground-Fault-Circuit-Interrupter(s). 

· Maximum extension cords = One (1) per outlet and cannot be run under floor covering, materials or extended through doorways, windows or other similar openings.

· § 93-5A - Natural lighting: Every habitable room or bathroom shall have at least one (1) window or skylight facing directly to the outdoors.

· § 93-5B - Artificial lighting: Every stair, hall, cellar, basement, laundry room, furnace room and similar non-habitable areas must be adequately lit at all times.

· § 93-5C - Ventilation: Every habitable room / bathroom must be ventilated by an openable area directly accessible to the outdoors and not less than one and one-half square feet (1-1/2 SF) in size, or by equivalent mechanical ventilation.

· § 93-6H - Walls and ceilings must be free from holes, large cracks, loose plaster, etc.
